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Gang Show is an Opportunity for Scouts & Guides to be on Stage

The chance to experience theatre, with all that comes with a professional production. Gang Show is a world-wide
experience, and somewhere in the world, every night of the year it is said “A Gang Show is Playing". The very first
Gang Show in London was held to raise funds for a Scout Swimming Pool. Our very own North Shore Gang
Show's early profits paid for the land in Albany for what is now called "Camp Maynard".

On the 26th of August 2026, Auckland Scouts & Guides will once again take to the Stage. This celebrates 66 years
of North Shore Gang Show and is a fast-moving show with lots of songs, dance and acting.

GREAT EXPERIENCE:

Gang Show is a wonderful experience for all who take part. It encompasses much of what Scouting, and Guiding
are all about, encouraging people to challenge life’s limits, making a commitment, working as a team to achieve
and improving self-confidence (to name a few). We as a Production Team are committed to providing the support
and training that will make this a positive experience for all those involved. Cast & Crew return season after
season, because of the positive experience they all have. Gang Show is a special Scout & Guide experience that
can bring out the very best in young people. This is the reward the long-time Gang Show supporters get.

COMMITMENT:

Like any “Scout” or “Guiding” activity there is a need for commitment. Rehearsals start Sunday April 26" with an
afternoon rehearsal. We then have a Weekend Shakedown Camp (May 2nd & 3rd). Rehearsals then continue
each Sunday till the Full Weekend Rehearsal Camp (Aug 7th to 9th), We then have an extended Sunday rehearsal
(16™ August) at the PumpHouse, all day rehearsals (22nd & 23rd August), plus a Dress Rehearsal followed by 12
Public Performances.

Note: Performance dates ARE during the school term.

Junior Cast will not stay overnight at Camp and will be in alternate performances and have less rehearsals.
Please refer to the Cast Calendar for full details of Rehearsal Dates.

All Cast, Crew, Production Team, Parent Volunteers, and Show Executive members are required
to commit fully to the Show from first rehearsal to finale night.

It is a paid public presentation and your attendance is essential to maintain the quality of the
performance and the experience for all involved. Should anyone miss up to 3 scheduled events -
rehearsals, camps, or performances, will have their involvement in the show reduced to minimise
impact on the rest of the team. The extent of reduction will be subject to the Show Executive’s
discretion and only exceptional circumstances will be considered.

$$$ There is also a financial commitment. This covers Gang Show Uniform hire and the 2 camp fees.
The total cost is $200. This is payable by instalments with the first $80 required prior to the "Weekend Shakedown
Camp" and the total balance before the final camp (7th Aug). For Junior Cast the total cost is $120.

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Cast Member Commitment
K. What Is Expected of Me - From your GS Scout Leader (GSSL) K

As with all activities, there are a few rules. To avoid any possible conflict later, please read this information
carefully and ask for clarification of anything you are not sure of.

e (Gang Show is a Scout and Guide activity. You are expected to conduct yourselves according to the Promise
and Law of our respective organisations.

e Dress code:
- Activity Uniform from the waist up: Gang Show T-Shirt (these will be issued at first Camp)
- Waist down: something comfortable to dance in (no low riders, skirts or short shorts)
- Footwear: full cover soft soled shoes suitable to dance in
- A Gang Show scarf should be worn if you qualify to wear one
- An extra layer of clothing should be taken to rehearsals to wear home.
e The stated time for rehearsals is our start time, not your arrival time. We expect all cast to have arrived and
checked in with your P.L and Gang Show Scout Leader at least ten minutes beforehand and be ready to start

on time. If you are on duty patrol you should allow an extra ten minutes at the start and end of rehearsal to
help with setup and pack up.

e Bring your script and pencil to every rehearsal. Look after your script: Don’t use it as a weapon. If you lose it,
it will cost you to replace it.

e You will also need a drink bottle or cup, a bag to put all your “stuff” in.

e Make regular checks on 2026 Show Facebook Group, for notices and other information. Practice music and
choreography videos will be available on the website www.gangshow.org.nz (Members Area)

e We really do need you to attend all your scheduled rehearsals and you have agreed to this commitment.
Always inform me your Gang Show Scout Leader if you are not able to be at a rehearsal. Better still, don’t be
absent.

e The rehearsal venues and grounds are all smoke & vape free areas.
e Dogs are also not permitted in any of the rehearsal venues or grounds. Disability Dogs excepted.

e Your look: While this is entirely your own decision, the wearing of Jewellery or extreme hair styles or colours
has an impact on the show. Jewellery will not be permitted on stage during the dress rehearsals or
performances for safety reasons. The team will cast you based on your look, therefore we strongly recommend
that if you want to significantly change your look (Radical Hair style or colour etc.) you discuss this with a
member of the Direction team as it may impact whether you keep your parts.

e You are expected to observe the rules of cell phone use that normally apply in schools i.e. no use of phones for
txt/mobile telephony or photography at rehearsals or camp, or at any time the show is “working”. We would
prefer if you did not bring them. If it is necessary to bring a cell phone to rehearsals (e.g. to arrange for
transport) you are asked to leave your phone with me for the duration of that rehearsal or camp.

This rule does not apply to adults.

e All cast members will be placed in patrols. Your Patrol Leader will be in contact with you to introduce him or
herself before we start rehearsals. Please ensure you note his or her name and telephone contact details.
